


Lewis Boats Crappie Tournament
May 22, 2011

OFFICIAL RULES and ENTRY FORM

1. Team Tournament (teams will consist of a maximum of 3 persons).
2. Total weight of NO MORE THAN 10 CRAPPIE per team will determine winner.  Any team 

weighing in more than 10 crappie will be disqualified.
3. Fish weighed in must be at least 9” long.  (Grip n check official measuring tool)
4. Live and artificial baits may be used.
5. Fish must be caught from Mark Twain Lake the day of the tournament.  There is no take off 

point.  You may use any ramp.
6. Teams may start fishing no earlier than 6:30 a.m. and must stop fishing no later than 2:30 p.m.
7. At least one team member and team’s fish must be in the weigh-in line no later than 3:30 p.m.
8. No team will be allowed to join the weigh-in line after 3:30 p.m. at Chigger Hill.
9. Only one big fish entry per team.  Team must designate big fish entry at time of weigh-in.
10. All state boating and fishing regulations particular to Mark Twain Lake must be followed.
11. Fishing and boating license and launching fees are the responsibility of each angler.
12. Prize money will be split between teams in the event of a tie.
13. Lewis Boats and Chigger Hill are not responsible for accidents or theft.
14.Prize fund based on 100% of paid entries into the main tournament.
15. MUST HAVE A WEIGH-SLIP PRIOR TO STARTING TIME 6:00 A.M. DAY OF THE 

TOURNAMENT.

To register, stop by Lewis Boats or Chigger Hill and pick up a weigh-in slip….or The Shack the night 
before the tournament.
